BAFTSS Practice Research Award
Reflecting the growing “performative” tendency of film and moving image research taking place in/through/around practice-based outputs, BAFTSS would like to invite submissions to the above award of practice research work in the following areas:


1. Audiovisual Practice-Research: e.g. Film/TV/video/screen-writing/moving image practice
2. Videographic film and moving image studies: e.g. online digital video essays / scholarly remixes
3. Research Applications and Infrastructure: e.g. film and television studies research-related mobile applications, online databases and archives.


The winning work will be announced at the BAFTSS Annual Conference and showcased on the Screenworks website.
Individual or research group nominees must submit a practice portfolio related to one research/practice-research output, including detailed documentation of the research rationale using the submission proforma below. One output might include several related practice research projects (e.g. a series of short films) or just one (e.g. a database, a film, an app).
Nominees are required to submit a research statement of no more than 2000-words as part of this portfolio, offering a route map to the practice as research as per the guidelines below. The portfolio is intended to enable nominees to point towards the wider research context and other supporting documentation, such as websites/blogs, published articles, and conference papers which allow the practice to accrue the necessary patina of research significance.

The work will be judged by a panel of peer experts using the criteria outlined in the research statement.

Winning work will be showcased on the Screenworks website (www.screenworks.org.uk), as an embedded Vimeo file. Please note that, should your work win you will need to make it Public in the privacy settings to allow us to embed it into their website.  

 

If your work is web-based, then simply supply the URL for review purposes. If your work takes any other form (e.g. an app, screen-based art installation or performance) or you have a problem with uploading it on to Vimeo, then please contact us to arrange an alternative review method. Again, where submissions are documentation of interactive or installation work we encourage contributors to consider the problems of documentation as part of the research process.
